Please set out your
cart 12 hours before your collection day and remove it no
later than 12 hours after collection.

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Tips for using your cart Your New Trash Ca rt

» Put only bagged trash in the cart; no loose material. - I
* You don't need to line the cart. H as Arrlved =
» Completely close the lid before moving your cart.

» Grab the handle with both hands while facing the rear of the cart;
tilt and push or pull it.

* Fill the cart only when it is in a stable, upright position.
» Keep your cart clean by hosing it out occasionally.

» Keep the cart lid closed to avoid collecting rain water.
* Don't overfill the cart. Weight limit: 335 pounds.

* Don't sit or stand on the cart.

* Don't store the cart near a heat source, corrosive materials,
or flammable liquids.

* Don't put hazardous waste, paints, oil, corrosives, or
dead animals in the cart.

* Don't let children play around the cart.

If you need another cart

Call Customer Service at the Solid Waste Management Division
to request delivery of a second cart. There will be an extra monthly charge.
